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OBJECTIVES (Grades 4-8)
1. Students will develop greater knowledge of the human and physical geography of Canada

2. Students will develop a greater awareness of the similarities and differences of communities and cultures across Canada.

3. Students will develop map reading skills required to read online maps appropriate to their skill level (3 levels of questions are provided: Basic, Challenging, Advanced)

4. Students will use problem-solving, creative thinking, collaboration and communication skills to find answers with another student or a small group of students.

5. Students will become aware of the possibilities of connecting with other K-8 classes across the country for the purpose of shared learning.
CURRICULUM CONNECTIONS    
1. Literacy: Reading skills, map vocabulary, place names; Oral communication 

2. Social Studies: Communities and cultures of Canada, map reading skills, political and physical regions of Canada (includes provinces and territories, capital cities

3. Mathematics: measuring area, distance, and location with online tools (advanced questions)

4. Personal Skills: Problem-solving, creative thinking, collaboration, communication skills

ACTIVITY OVERVIEW
This Scavenger Hunt challenges students to explore the Kids' Guide interactive map to learn about Canada and its communities from coast to coast to coast. 

Whether in person or in a virtual classroom, either in English or in French, this is a perfect activity to help your students develop their creative thinking and problem-solving skills. 

Having students work in partners or small groups can help all students achieve success in this activity, regardless of their individual skill level. 

We have created a list of items for students to find at 3 levels of difficulty: Basic, Challenging, and Advanced depending on your interests and needs. All of the questions require basic reading skills, although each page of questions online has a read-aloud function at the top. The Advanced questions require your students to explore and use the digital measurement tools located at the top left on the map.

· Basic                15 questions from 1-15

· Challenging      15 questions from 16-30

· Advanced         10 questions from 31-40
Everything for the activity has been prepared for you ONLINE - the teacher's guide which includes answers to the questions (see below), the mini lessons on reading the map and the links to their videos, and a web page for each level of questions for your students (for links, see Resources below).
The entire activity can also be DOWNLOADED to print or save for future use (see below.)

We've prepared materials for 3 levels of difficulty, in 2 languages, and for at home or in in-person learning. Simply choose what will need for your situation.
A.   SELECT and PREPARE QUESTIONS

Please review the questions and choose the number of questions at the level of difficulty that is appropriate to the length of time you have available, and the skill level of your students.  
Feel free to add or subtract questions as you see fit.

B.   MINI MAP READING LESSON(s)
* Before distributing the Scavenger Hunt questions to your students, consider using our short map-reading lesson(s) to understand how to find the answers on this map made by ESRI Canada. Their maps are very similar to a Google map, but knowing where things are on the map will help your students read the map more easily, allow them to work more efficiently, and make their learning much more enjoyable. It also models the practice of reading the instructions to save a whole lot of time and trouble! (-:

We have created 2 mini map-reading lessons called " Reading the Map (Basic Tools)" and "Cool Tools". 

These brief lessons are entirely optional if your students are already familiar and confident in 
reading online maps. 

The first lesson is available as a teacher-directed lesson on the Kids' Guide website. You could go through this lesson with your students, or ask them to go through it independently. (If they don't, it will   
make the task of finding the answers more difficult.) 
This first lesson is also available as a short video. All links are provided below.

The second lesson "Cool Tools" is only available as a short video, and is intended for students using the cool measurement tools to complete advanced questions 31-40. 
* Review the map lessons and decide if or how you wish to include them in the activity. 

* Record the appropriate links for later use.

C.    STUDENT ACTIVITY
We strongly recommend you have students work with a partner or a small group to complete this
 Scavenger Hunt. 
This adds an element of fun to the activity, and allows for rich discussion while students search and
 
record their answers. If students are learning remotely, this also provides them with a meaningful 

opportunity to work and learn with their class-mates on line. 

* Organize the students into partners or small groups. 

* Distribute the questions or provide the link to the question pages online. 

* Have the students record their answers wherever you choose.

* Correct the Scavenger Hunt when and how you choose. (The answers follow the questions, below)
